 School Timing for the session of 2076 will be 8:45 to 3:30.

Fee Related changes:
1. Fees will be charged according to Nepali months.
2. Bills will be sent every month by the 29th of every preceding month.
3. All bills to be cleared by the 10th of every month.
4. 3% rebate will be given to everyone who clears bills on or before the 8th of every month.
5. Clearing bills on the 9th or 10th will not give rebate or charge fine.
6. Bills paid after 10th of every month will be charged with 3% late fee and no consideration will be made.
7. Bills will be sent every month and has to be cleared every month.
8. All documents will be given after clearing all dues.
9. We will not entertain any request made verbally, kindly bring an application for all request for us to consider.
10. A bill for two months will be sent twice a year, before Dashai holidays and in the month of Falgun.

Expectation from the parents:
1. Send children in proper and clean school uniform, as per the schedule.
2. Get proper haircut of their children. 
3. Sign the diaries of their children. 
4. Make an environment so that their children study a minimum of three hours a day for junior classes and 5 hours a day for seniors.
5. Check whether all home work is done.
6. Co-ordinate with school for everything that you feel requires our attention. 
7. Check the books and exercise books as per the routine of the day and send it to school. 
8. The child be controlled and kept away from electronics engagement at home. Kindly do not shift the responsibility to us saying “our son or daughter has outgrown our control and they listen to the teachers more than they listen to us.” 
9. Inform the school, personally or over the phone about your child’s absence and any precautionary to be taken when the child comes back to school. 

What parents can expect from us.
1. Teach and maintain discipline.
2. Proper day to day functioning of the school.
3. Covering the syllabus and conducting examination.
4. Conducting extra-curricular activities and participating in inter school activities.
5.  Taking care of student’s academics and physical activities in school.
6. Taking care of weak students and supporting them to improve themselves with time. We are not magicians and we cannot do wonders. So, the improvement will be realistic and slow. Parents will have to be patient with us. A regular coordination with the school is a must for your child’s improvement. 
7. Conducting one annual program for the parents and students, every year.
8. Introduce and pursue teaching and learning in the progressive system with time.
9. Have a group of trained teachers who will teach your children for a minimum of one academic session.
10. Absolute safety of your children within the school premises. However, parents must recognise the fact that accidents do take place even with utmost care. 
11. We will cater to the three aspects of development of a child, i.e. mind, body and soul. But please do not expect us to transform your child from weak to excellent within a year. It is a very strenuous process and it requires the effort of the child, parents and school. 


How we will address disciplinary problems of the students:
1. Since we don’t believe in corporal punishment, we have come up with a card system that caters to our need and tries to enforce a positive attitude towards punishment.
2. Our teachers and management will address a student’s attitude and try and counsel the student towards what is right and what is wrong.
3. For repeated cases of minor gravity, a White Card will be issued to the student. This is will kept as a record till the student leaves the school.
4. A Yellow Card will be issued to students who create problems which are more serious than White Card issues or gets a White Card Second time. 
5. Red Card will be issued for cases which is very serious or if a student gets a Yellow card the second time. 
6. Very serious step will be taken if a student gets a Red Card twice, may result in the expulsion of the student.
7. This will ensure that a student gets ample opportunity to correct himself or herself and stay away from trouble. For the list of things under each card, refer to the school diary.  

Examination System:
1. We will conduct Unit Test every week to ensure that students study on a regular basis.
2. There will be only three terms a year as against four we have now.
3. Classes I to 3 will follow Continuous Assessment System (CAS), examination will play very little role. Children will be assessed every day in the classroom.
4. Classes 4 and 5 will have examination of five major subjects, English, Nepali, Maths, science and social and rest will be on CAS plus examination basis.
5. Classes VI to X will have examination as they need to prepare themselves for the school level and DLE examination. 
6. Examination will always be conducted in one half of the day and students will be sent home after that. They require self-study at home and not group study in school.
7. Cheating will not be tolerated. It will invite a card and minus marks if anyone is caught cheating. 

Uniform 
1. We have an outfitter who will take measurements and deliver the finished uniform in bulk to the school. 
2. It is the parent’s responsibility to come for measurements on the stipulated date and day for measurements. 
3. In case of mid-session purchasing, parents have to go the outfitter to purchase.
4. Financial transaction is between the parents and outfitter. The school has no commission to it. It will also not be charged to the bill.  

Transportation:
1. We will have a transportation service to cater to the needs of children who live at a distance from the school.
2. Busses will not go door to door. Kids need to be dropped to the nearest bus stop if the house is off the main route of the bus.
3. Please wait for the bus 5 min before the pickup time and five min before the drop off time. Kindly do not be late, because your child being late will result in hassle for every other parent who is on time. Kindly respect everyone’s time. 

Miscellaneous:
1. As the school is a plastic free zone, kindly do not carry a plastic bag to school or send your children with a plastic bag.
2. We are also a mobile free zone. When you are in school, you have come with a purpose. Please talk to the concerned person without the phone interrupting us. 
3. We forbid the children from bringing and eating junk food. Please refrain from sending junk food. 
4. Your children do not require money. So please make sure they don’t bring money to school. Unless if they are eating in the school canteen. 
5. Every small change will be notified through a notice. Believe the authenticated notice, not a rumour. 
6. Since it is a grading system, no ranking will be announced. However, one student of the year from each class will be awarded a 50% scholarship on the tuition fee for one year.
7. 3Di will be a part and parcel of our school program. There will be no option. Since we believe in getting our students future ready, this is one of the best courses available in Nepal to prepare them for future.
